Director’s Note

Blithe Spirit is undoubtedly one of Noél Coward’s most popular plays. The reasons for this
I hope will unfold before you tonight. Amazingly, this play was written in the space of only

five days while Coward was staying in Portmeirion in Wales during 1941. He himself said :
"It was not meticulously constructed in advance and only one day elapsed between its
original conception and the moment I sat down to write it.” It was first produced only

six weeks later, directed by Coward, and ran for four and a half years. Coward himself,

briefly, played the role of Charles during both this first long run and the subsequent
provincial tour. The film was made in 1944 and the play has been revived in the West End
several times.

The small cast, the nature of the characters themselves and, indeed, the relatively simple
staging needed, make this an ideal production for the amateur stage. I do hope that you will
enjoy it.
